Schedule 1 Qualification Wales

Part 1 — Establishment of Qualifications Wales

Paragraphs 28 to 30: Annual and other reports

These paragraphs require Qualifications Wales to report annually to the National
Assembly for Wales and specify what that report must contain, while enabling
Qualifications Walesto include additional information. Aswell asreporting on itswork
of the previous year, and setting out its proposals for the coming year, Qualifications
Wales must report on any findings it has made in the reporting year about the impact
of its activities on the qualification system, about its engagement with stakeholders
and about any conclusions it has drawn from research it has undertaken. Stakeholders
might include, for example, learners, parents, employers, higher education institutions,
schoals, colleges, awarding bodies, professional bodies and other regulators.

Thereporting year runsto 31 August each year and the annual report must be prepared
as soon as reasonably practicable after that date. The annual report must be published.
