Part 5 – Inhibition

Creation

Section 148 – Registration of inhibition

419. This section provides that an inhibition is registered only by registering the schedule
and certificate of inhibition in the Register of Inhibitions. This section should be read
with section 155 of the Titles to Land Consolidation (Scotland) Act 1868 (as substituted
by section 149 of this Act). The schedule and certificate must be in the form prescribed
by the Scottish Ministers by regulations (such regulations being subject to negative
resolution procedure (see section 224(3)).
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
