STANDARD AUTHORISATIONS

When an authorisation is in force

64 (1) A standard authorisation ceases to be in force at the end of the period stated in the
authorisation in accordance with paragraph 55(1)(c).

(2) But if the authorisation terminates before then in accordance with paragraph 62(2)
or any other provision of this Schedule, it ceases to be in force when the termination
takes effect.

(3) This paragraph does not affect the powers of the Court of Protection or of any other
court.]
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
