COLLECTION ORDERS: MINOR AND CONSEQUENTIAL AMENDMENTS

Criminal Justice Act (Northern Ireland) 1945

1.—(1)  In section 35 (powers of courts in relation to fines and forfeited
recognizances), in subsection (1), in paragraph (e) at the end insert “ , unless there
is a collection order in relation to the amount concerned ”.

(2)  After section 35(4A) insert—
“(4B)  In a case where there is a collection order, the power to make

the application referred to in subsection (4A) is instead exercisable by the
collection officer responsible for securing compliance with the order.”.

(3)  In section 35(5) for “the last foregoing sub-section” substitute “ subsection (4)
”.

(4)  After section 35(7) insert—
“(8)  In this section, “collection order” means an order under section3 of

the Justice Act (Northern Ireland) 2016.”.
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
