t. These Regulations may be cited as the Public Realth (Con­
densed Milk) Regulations, 1925, and shall come into operation 
on the 1st day of August, 1925. 

2. (1) In these Regulations unless the context otherwise­
requires-

"The Ministry" means the Ministry of Home Affairs 
for Northern Ireland. 

" Local Authority" means any Local Authority author­
ised to appoint an analyst for the purposes of the .Sale of 
Food and Drugs Acts, 1875 to 1907, and" public analyst" 
means, an analyst so appointed; 

Medical Officer of Health means the Superintendent 
Medical Officer of Health or a Medical Officer of Health of 

, an Urban or Rural District Council, situated within the 
area of the Local Authority, appointed in pursuance of 
Section 11 of the Public Health (Ireland) Act, 1878. 

" Condensed Milk" means milk or skimmed milk which 
has been concentrated by the removal of part of its water, 

, whether with or without the addition of sugar, and includes 
the article commonly known as " evaporated milk" but does 
not include the article commonly known as "dried milk" 
or ~' milk powder" ; 

"Skimmed milk" includes separated or machine­
skimmed milk; 

" Gross weight" of a tin or other receptacle means the 
weight of the tin or other receptacle and of its contents; 

Percentages shall be calculated by weight. 

(2) The Interpretation Act, 1889, (a) applies to the interpreta­
tion of these Regulations as.it applies to the interpretation of an 
Act of Parliament.

3. Th,e'Local Authority i:lhall enforce and execute this Part 
,of these Regulations, and for this purpose shall make such, 
'enquirie~ and take such other ste.ps as may seem to them to be 
necessary for securing the due observan,ce of ,this Parto£ the 
Regulations in their district. ' 

4. No person shall sell or expose for sale or dep0i;it in any 
place far the' purposes of sale, or despatch or deliver to any 
purchaser, broker or agent anyco1;1densed' milk inteilded for 
human consnmption unless the condense,cf milk-

(I) is contained in a. tin or other receptacle which is labelled 
in the manner prescribEJd in the First Schedule to 
these Regulations;' and ' , 

(2) 'coutains not less than theappropria'te. perc,entages .o( 
, milk fat and rn,ilk solids as specified in the Secon,d 
Schedule to these Regulations: 

Provided that-' ' 
(a) The provisians. of this Article shall not apply 

in any case where the condensed milk is 
intended to be exported or is contained' in 
a tin or other receptacle whose gross weight 
exceeds five pounds; and 

(b) -Where in any: public: refreshment room, 
restaurant, shop or other public premises 
condensed milk is delivered to a purchaser 
or other perElon for consumption on . the 
premises,the receptacle containing the, con.,. 
·densed Itlillr shall not be required to be labelled 
in the manner prescribed by these Regula~ 
tions., . ' ' 

5.~'(l:) The Medical Officer of Health, and any person author:.. 
ised by him or by the Local Authority in writing, ma.y procure 
any sample of condensed milk, and where al). analysis is required 
for the purposes of these Regulatio.nsshall submit the sample to 
the public analyst and shall fortp,with notify to the seller or his 
8.gent selling the condensed milk his intertt.io.n to. have the same 
.analysed by the public analyst . 
. (2). Except where the sample is procured for the purpose of 
testing the quantity of milk or skimmed m~lk of which the con­
tents of a tin or other receptacle are the equivalent, the pro.­
visions of Section 14 of thG Sale of Food and Drugs Act, 1875, (a) 
as, amended by Section 13 of the Sale of Food and Drugs Act, 
1899, (b) relating to the division of the sample into three parts and 
the separation, marking and disposal ,of such parts shall apply,

the Local Authority duly attthorised by the Authority in writing 
shall have powe.r tqenter ,at all re.ason:;tble ti:rp.es ,any premises -

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where condensed milk is prepared packed labelled or stored and to 
inspect. any process carried on therein and' to take saniples of 
any article. 1.1sed..or capab.k of'being 1.1sed in the p:repara'tion of· 
condensed :milk and of any 'labels des~gri,ed to' be used for affixing 
to tins or other receptaclos of condensed milk. 

1. Wl:j.ere the Loc~l Authority on a report to them from the 
public analyst or otherwise are of opinion thai; a consignment 
of condensed milk, depoi?ited within their district and intended 
for sale for human consumption does not comply ~i~h the 
requirements of these Regulatipns they shall en4eavour to 
ascertain where it was manufactured and labelled. If it is . 
ascertained that such' cO~Hlensed milk was ma.nufa,ctured or' 
labelled at a place in Northern Ireland, the Local Authority 
shall c0mmunicaile the facts which they have ascertained to the 
Local Authority for the district in which such place is situated. 
If it is ascertained that such condensed milk was manufactured 
or labelled at a place :riot in lil'otthMn Ireland, the I.ooal Ahthority 
shall communicate the facts to the Ministry. 

PAR1' III. 

8. In any proceedingi'! under these Regulations the certificate 
of the public ana.lyst of the result of the chemical examination of 
a sample shaH be sufficient evidence of the facts therein stated 
unless the defendanj; requires that the person who made tho 
examination be called .as a witness. . 

9. A person, in relation to anything within his knowledge, 
shall truly answer all such questions put to him by the authorities 
authorised to enforce fmd execute these Regulations or their 
officers or by an officer authorised by the Ministry as may be 
necessar.y for the purposes of these Regulations, and shall pro­
duce for inspection all such books as the allthority or officer may' 
reasonably require for the purposes of ascertaining the persons 
or places from which .·condensed milk has been ob~ained and to 
whom anq where it has been consigned or otherwise. 

10. In any proceedings under these Regulations, where the 
fact that any condensed milk has been dealt with oontrary to these 
Regulation~ h9,s been. proved, if the defendant shall desire to rely 
upon any exception or provision contained in these. Regulations 
with reference to condensed milk intended for export or re-export, 
it shall be incumbent upon him. to prove that tho condensed milk 
waR so intended.

L Every tin 01' other receptacle containing condensed milk shall beat'j1label 
upon which is printed such one of the follo.wing. declarations as maybe applicable 
or such other declaration substantially to the like effect as mny be allowed by the 
Ministry :-' . 
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(i) In the .cas.e of full cream milk (unsweetened) :-'

UNSW'EETENED. 

THIS TIN CONTAINS THE EQUIVALENT OF 
(0) PINTS OF MILK. 

(Ii). In'the case of full cream milk (sweetened) :-

CONDENSED FULL CREAM MILK, 
SWEETENED. 

THIS TIN CONTAINS THE EQUIVALENT OF' 
.(a)· PINTS .OF MILK, WITH SUGAR ADDED. 

(iii) In the case of skimmed milk (1;IIlsweetened) :-

CONDENSED MACHINE-SKIMMED 
'MIL.K [or OONDENSED SKIMMED 

MILK], UNSWEETENED.

(iv) In the case of skimmed milk (sweete1!-ed) :-

2. The declaration shall in each case be completed by inserting at (a) the 
appropriate number in words and figures, e.(I., ,. one and. a hl1lf (1 t)," any fraction 
being expressed as eighths, quarters or a half. 

;For the purposes of these Rules milk means milk which corrtains not less than 
12.4 per cent. of milk solids (including not less than 3.6 per c<3n~ of milk fat) and 
skimmed milk means milk which contains not less than \l per cent. of milk solids 
other than milk fat. . 

3. The prescribed declaration shall be printed in dar.k block type upon a light 
coloured ground within a surrolmding line and no other matter shall'be printed 
within such surrounding line.' The type· to be used for the last sentence of the 
declarations set out above shall be not less tl).an one-eighth of an inch in height 
(or if the gross weight of the tin or qther receptacledo~s not exceed twelve ounces, 
one-sixteenth 6f an inch in height), and that to be uS<3d for the remainder of the 
said declarations shall be not less than one-quarter of an-inch in'height,(or if the 
gross weight of the ~in or other receptacle 'does not exceed tw:elve ounces, one'. 
eighth of an inch in height). 
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4, The label shall in addition bear the name and address of the manufacturer' 
of the condensed milk or of the dealer or. merchant in Novthern Ireland for whom 
it is manufactured, 

5. The label shall be securely affixed <to the tin or 6ther receptacle so as to be 
clearly visible, If there is attached to the tin or other receptacle a label bearing. 
the namo; trade mark, or design representing the brand of the condensed milk, the· 
prescribed declaration shall be printed as,part of such iabeL . 

6. There shall not be placed on any tin other rec~ptacle containing condensed 
milk-

(a) any comment on, explanation of, or reference to either the statement of 
equivalence contained in the prescribed declaration or the words "machine' 
skimmed," "skimmed,." or " unfit for babies" ; or 

(b) any instructions as to dilU:tion, unless either-

(i) the fluid produced in accordance with such instructions would 
contain not less milk fat and not less milk solids than milk or 
skimmed milk as deflned.in Rules of this Schedule a:s the case' 
may require, or 

(ii) such instructions clearly specify that the fluid so produced is. 
not of equivalent cOf.\lposition to milk or skimmed milk as the· 
case may be. . 

7. Wherever the word" Milk" appears on the label of a tin or other receptacle· 
of condensed ski=ed milk as the description or part of the description of the· 
contents, it shall be i=ediately preceded or followed by the word "Machine­
Skimmed" or'" Skimmed" as the case may require.

Note.-The Public Health Act, 1896, provides by sub-section (3) of Secti0n I 
that if any person wilfully neglects or refuses to obey or carry out, or obstructs the 
execution of any regUlations made under any of the enactments mentioned in that 
Act, he shall be liable to a penalty not exceeding £100, and, in the case of a con­
tinuing offence to a further penalty not exceeding £50 for every day during which 
the offence continues. . 

The power of making regulations under the Public Healtli Act, 1896, and the­
enactments mentioned in that Act, is enlarged by the Public Health (Regulations. 
as a Food) Act, 1907, as amended by the Public Healt·h (Milk Regulations) Act,.
