CHAPTER 48. 
An Act to amend the Bills of Exchange Act, 1882, with A.D. 1917. 

respect to the time for noting Bills. 
[8th November 1917.] 

BE it enacted by the King's most Excellent. Majesty, by and 
with the advice and consent of the Lords Spiritual and 

Temporal, and Commons, in this present Parliament assembled, 
and by the authority of the same, as follows : 

1. In subsection (4) of section fifty-one of the Bills of Time of 

Exchange Act, 1882 (which relates to the time of noting a noting. 

dishonoured bill), the words " it must be noted. on the day of 456& 46 Viet. 

its dishonour " shall be repealed, and the following words shall 
be substituted therefor, namely, " it may be noted. on the day of 
" its dishonour and must be noted not later than the next 
" succeeding business day." 

2. This Act may be cited as the Bills of Exchange (Time Short title and 
of Noting) Act, 1917, and shall be construed as one with the construction. 

Bills of Exchange Act, 1882, and the Bills of Exchange Acts, 6 Edw. 7. c. 17. 

1882 and 1'906, and this Act may be cited together as the Bills 
of Exchange Acts, 1882 to 1917. 
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
