Section 3: Duties of Public Authorities

New section 49F: Enforcement of compliance notices

71. New section 49F contains provisions about the enforcement of compliancenotices. New
section 49F(1) and (2) enable the Disability Rights Commission to apply to a county
court, or in the case of Scotland a sheriff court, for an order to supply information
where it believes that a public authority has not provided, or intends not to provide,
information requested under section 49E, and for the court to grant such an order where

the relevant conditions are met.

72. New section 49F(3) and (4) enable the Disability Rights Commission, at the end of
the time specified in a compliance notice issued under section 49E, to apply to a
county court, or in the case of Scotland a sheriff court, for an order that the public
authority concerned must comply with a duty imposed by regulations made under new
section 49D. The court has powers to grant such an order where it is satisfied that the

duty has not been complied with.

73. New section 49F(5) makesit clear that the only sanctions for not complying with aduty

under section 49D are those set out in sections 49E and 49F.
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
