The Chief Executive of Skills Funding

Section 72: Consultation by Chief Executive of Skills Funding

346. Section 72 inserts new section 118A into ASCLA 2009. The new section provides a
power for the Secretary of State to direct the Chief Executive of Skills Funding to
consult with specified people or descriptions of persons on matters associated with the
performance of the Chief Executive’s functions. A direction issued under this section
can also set out the way in which the consultation is to be carried out. For example, the
direction could specify that the consultation must take place through the establishment
of a formal advisory group consisting of specified individuals or representatives of
specific named bodies. The new section does not prevent the Chief Executive from
carrying out other forms of consultation, including with individuals and representative
bodies who are not named in any direction.
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
