Section 58: Orders and regulations

683. Section 58 details the parliamentary procedure to be applied to each of the various
orders and regulations contained in the Act. Subsection (3) introduces Schedule 23
which details the super-affirmative procedure that will apply to any order under
section 2 modifying the functions of the National Crime Agency. Subsection (12)
provides that any order or regulations under the Act may include supplementary,
incidental or consequential provision and may make transitional, transitory or saving
provision.
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
