(iii) a decision of a person relating to the assessment of any compensation or
consideration under the Banking (Special Provisions) Act 2008(2) or the
Banking Act 2009(3),”; and

(b) in paragraph (d) for “the Pensions Regulator Tribunal” substitute “a tribunal in relation to
a decision of the Pensions Regulator”.
