(2)  In section 172(3) (extent), after “section 133 to 133B” insert “, with the exception of paragraph

5(ba) of Schedule 12 which extends to England and Wales and Scotland only”.
(3)  In Schedule 12 (assessors for compensation for miscarriages of justice), after paragraph 5(b)

insert—
“(ba)   a debt relief order (under Part 7A of the Insolvency Act 1986) has been made in

respect of him;”.
