UK STATUTORY INSTRUMENTS

Forest Reproductive Material (Great Britain) Regulations 2002

147.—(1) Regulation 16 is amended as follows.
(2) After paragraph (1) insert—
“(1A) The Register of Suppliers shall be maintained in two parts, namely—

(a) a part maintained by the Welsh Ministers which shall record suppliers whose
principal place of business or trade is in Wales;

(b) a part maintained by the Commissioners which shall record suppliers whose
principal place of business or trade is in England or Scotland.

(1B) In this regulation and regulations 18 and 22, “the appropriate authority” means—

(a) the Welsh Ministers, in relation to a supplier whose principal place of business
or trade is in Wales;

(b) the Commissioners, in relation to a supplier whose principal place of business or
trade is in England or Scotland.”

(3) In paragraph (2)—
(a) for “the Commissioners” substitute “the appropriate authority”;
(b) for “the Commissioners' substitute “the appropriate authority's”.

(4) In paragraphs (3) to (5), for “the Commissioners”, in each place where it occurs, substitute
“the appropriate authority”.

(5) In paragraph (6), for “The Commissioners shall make the Register of Suppliers” substitute
“The Commissioners and the Welsh Ministers shall each make that part of the Register of Suppliers
which they maintain”.
