Counter-Terrorism and Security Act 2015 (c. 6)

55.—(1)  Part 1 of Schedule 7 to the Counter-Terrorism and Security Act 2015 is amended as
follows.

(2)  Under the heading “Education, child care etc.”, after “Registered Holiday Schemes for
Disabled Children (England) Regulations 2013 (S.I. 2013/1394).” insert—
“A person registered under Part 1 of the Regulation and Inspection of Social Care (Wales) Act 2016
(anaw 2) in respect of—

(a) a care home service provided wholly or mainly to persons under the age of 18, or
(b) a residential family centre service,

each of which have the same meaning as in Schedule 1 to that Act.”
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
